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• Project Update…Our Concession Plan has been approved so now the 
work may begin. Thanks to Dan Merrill all of the utility lines have been 
located and well marked so when we begin digging our trenches we will 
know exactly where not to touch down. We are planning to relocated 
a couple of utility poles put in by the Morse Telegraphers closer to the 
fence to provide us with more space on both our Concession Stand site 
and our Layout site.

June 12, 2006 has been established as the primary dig date for all the 
lines for both SOLST and SO-NRHS. This will include the moving of the 
poles and also digging the footings for the Concession Stand.
